1. Fiddlers may have up to two accompanists, but none are required.

2. No electric instruments or drums may be used.

3. Fiddlers will each play two tunes. One will be fast (ex. hoedown, reel, polka) and one will be slow (waltz or air). NO CLASSICAL PIECES PLEASE.
4. Fiddlers should be in the contest area at least 30 min. BEFORE the contest starts & will be allowed a total of 5 minutes each to get on stage, play tunes, and get off stage.
5. Fiddlers MUST announce the title of each tune LOUDLY & CLEARLY to judges/audience prior to playing it.
6. In the event of a tie, a contestant may be asked to play an additional tune.
7. Fiddlers will be judged on: Rhythm/Timing, Tone, Expression, Creativity, & Authenticity of tune.
8. 1-10 Points for each of the four areas. So 40 points is a perfect score.
9. Any issue that may arise that is not covered in the rules will be handled at the sole discretion of the judges.
